GAME FORMAT 
Players will play 36 holes in individual stroke play on Friday or Saturday. 
On Sunday they will play 18 holes in individual stroke play in reverse order of classification. 

 

RULES OF THE GAME  
The game will be played under the FIPPA rules in force, currently those approved on April 1, 2020. 

  

DEPARTURE TIME 
The tee times will be determined by the WPPT in an attempt to take into account the preferences of the players. The 
competition will be played on Friday to Sunday. 
Each player will play 36 holes on Friday or Saturday, unless the Competition Committee decides to modify this for 
exceptional reasons.

PROVISIONAL AGENDA 
The first start on Friday and Saturday will be at 10:00 AM, and the second start will be at 14:00 PM. 
Between the first and second rounds, players will have a minimum of one hour to eat and rest. 
Sunday Start: 
Players ranked 73rd to 144th will start at 9:00 AM. 
Players ranked 1st to 72nd will start at 12:00 PM. 
The two groups with the highest-ranked players will start with an 8-minute interval from the 1st tee. 
 
WPPT will provide breakfast on Friday and Saturday between 8:00 AM and 9:00 AM. 
Players will have access to water and fruit throughout the competition. 
 
The award ceremony and raffle will take place on Sunday at 3:30 PM.
